Emily Pauline Johnson (1861-1913)

Pauline Johnson was an extramely popular poet of the late 19th
and sarly 20th centuries.

4s a poet with two
traditions, fohnson bridged the gulf betwesn her Native and
Ewropean bachgrounds. Her work presents pride in her cultural
hentage. as well a5 the paradox of writing English poetry on Mative
themes for a non-Native audience.

Concrete Poetry

This can be done by using colour, the shape of the letters, and,/or the arrangement
of the letters and wonds on a page. Graphically, you will be creating a picture using
words and letters. From a distance, concrete poems look like pictures. If you are
using a computer, you align the letters and/or words on the screen to create an
image. If you are using paper it is usually a good idea to lightly draw a pencil
guideling on your page.
